First Reading: Exodus 19:2-8a 
 

2 [The Israelites] journeyed from Rephidim, entered the wilderness of Sinai, and camped in the 
wilderness; Israel camped there in front of the mountain.3 Then Moses went up to God; 
the Lord called to him from the mountain, “Thus you shall say to the house of Jacob and tell the 
Israelites: 4 ‘You have seen what I did to the EgypƟans and how I bore you on eagles’ wings and 
brought you to myself. 5 Now, therefore, if you obey my voice and keep my covenant, you shall 
be my treasured possession out of all the peoples. Indeed, the whole earth is mine, 6 but you 
shall be for me a priestly kingdom and a holy naƟon.’ These are the words that you shall speak to 
the Israelites.”

  6 For while we were sƟll weak, at the right Ɵme Christ died for the ungodly. 7 Indeed, rarely will 
anyone die for a righteous person—though perhaps for a good person someone might actually 
dare to die.

Glory to you, O Lord 

 

35 Jesus went about all the ciƟes and villages, teaching in their synagogues and proclaiming the 
good news of the kingdom and curing every disease and every sickness. 36 When he saw the 
crowds, he had compassion for them because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep with-
out a shepherd. 37 Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plenƟful, but the laborers are 
few; 38 therefore ask the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into his harvest.” 
  10:1 Then Jesus summoned his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits, to 
cast them out, and to cure every disease and every sickness. 2 These are the names of the twelve 
apostles: first, Simon, also known as Peter, and his brother Andrew; James son of Zebedee and 
his brother John; 3 Philip and Bartholomew; Thomas and MaƩhew the tax collector; James son of 
Alphaeus and Thaddaeus; 4 Simon the Cananaean and Judas Iscariot, the one who betrayed him. 
 

  5 These twelve Jesus sent out with the following instrucƟons: “Do not take a road leading to 
genƟles, and do not enter a Samaritan town, 6 but go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Isra-
el. 7 As you go, proclaim the good news, ‘The kingdom of heaven has come near.’ 8 Cure the sick; 
raise the dead; cleanse those with a skin disease; cast out demons. You received without pay-
ment; give without payment.

· Bread: The pastor will place bread in your hands, which you may then consume.  We have gluten 

free bread available; indicate to the pastor/vicar if that is your preference.  
· Wine/Juice: the assistant  will then offer a tray of individual glasses (juice in the center ring). The 

acolyte will follow with a tray for empty glasses.  Also, you may skip the wine altogether trusƟng 
that Christ is fully present in the bread.   

· Children and adults who do not yet commune are welcome to come to the altar for a blessing.    
· If walking is difficult for you, please inform an usher, then stay in your pew and the pastor will 

come to you.
